To express likes and dislikes you can use these expressions:

	Likes
	Dislikes

	Like / enjoy / love   + gerund /noun

e.g.: I like football

      They enjoy collecting coins.

        He loves playing the guitar.


	I don’t like… /don’t mind
He/ She doesn’t like…

	
	hate + gerund /noun  

	be interested in…

e.g.: I’m interested in art.
	not be interested in…

e.g.: She isn’t interested in gardening.


Grammar Rules 
(subject + verb preference + verb – ing)

Examples:

· I/You/We/They love reading books. 


· She/He/It loves reading books.

· I/You/We/They don’t like writing /don’t mind writing.
· She/He/It doesn’t like writing/doesn’t mind writing.
· I am/You are/We are/They are interested in learning new languages.

· She/He/It is not interested in cleaning the classroom.

Grammar Rules 
(subject + verb preference + object)

Examples:

· I/You/We/They love books. 


· She/He/It loves books. 

· I/You/We/They don’t like football /don’t mind football.
· She/He/It doesn’t like football /doesn’t mind football.
· I am/You are/We are/They are interested in music.

· She/He/It is not interested in noise.
